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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

Archival collections received at the Western Archeological and Conservation Center (WACC) from Big Bend National Park and Glen Canyon National Recreation Area will be frozen to provide pest mitigation to avoid introducing pest issues into the collections storage areas.  An inventory of the Cultural Resource Program records, recently transferred from Denver to WACC, will be developed to provide the basic information about collection content and facilitate the development of a processing plan.  The most important records from the Intermountain Region Archeology Program will be digitized to facilitate access to this information.
