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PROJECT ABSTRACT:  

This project will assist the Submerged Resources Center (SRC) and the Intermountain Region Museum Services Program (MSP) with improving accountability for and management of 30 years of programmatic records which embrace the technological and conceptual development of the field and the SRC organization as well as project records which chronicle submerged resources endeavors conducted for parks and other agencies.  Parks generally do not have copies of these records and are extremely interested in obtaining them because of their importance in providing information needed to manage submerged resources.  

The SRC and MSP have jointly developed a strategy to achieve accountability for this highly significant collection.  Initial survey of the collection will be undertaken by a team composed of SRC, MSP, and University of Arizona staff (funded under an earlier task agreement) in September 2011 which will result in a processing plan to guide the detailed processing, arrangement, and rehousing of the materials.  This project will implement the processing plan and complete the significant tasks of processing, arranging, and rehousing the collection, which is estimated to encompass 125 linear feet.  Cataloging into the Interior Collections Management System (ICMS) will be undertaken with funding under another task agreement already in place.  An estimated 100 linear feet of project archives in a variety of formats, selected and prioritized by SRC, will be digitized by this project to facilitate providing information to parks.  This project offers an opportunity for students at several levels to be involved with archival management and development of electronic information resources.
