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Abstract: This project provides support for completing a finalized Catalog of the Mammals of Alaska, a project which NPS has been involved with since the Biological Inventories were funded in 2000, at which time we supported specimen based small mammal inventories in almost all of Alaska’s national parks. The catalog of all mammal species in Alaska is close to completion.  To date, MacDonald and Cook have reviewed existing literature for each mammalian taxon in Alaska. They worked with the University of Alaska Museum and other major collections (e.g., USNM, AMNH, MVZ) to develop a proofed and georeferenced (for GIS applications) database of vouchered specimens (and associated publications) for each taxon. This was a time-consuming procedure that required significant sleuthing and coordination with repositories (including NPS) to track substantial errors (e.g., wrong specimen id, wrong locality) in existing publications and databases.  This exciting product has been envisioned and supported in collaboration with the National Park Service.  The camera ready final draft that is submitted for publication will be delivered to the NPS Key Official and the CPCESU. Upon publication, 10 copies of the Catalog will be delivered to the Alaska Regional Office, National Park Service to the attention of Sara Wesser.
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
