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Abstract: This project will collect data and implement a treatment plan to mitigate effects of ecological restoration within Treatment Unit 4a, Bandelier National Monument in accordance with the Programmatic Agreement between the National Park Service and the New Mexico State Historic Preservation Officer.  In Unit 4a 30 archeological sites will be affected by proposed ecological restoration. This project will relocate 30 archaeological sites, complete 2 pages of the NMCRIS Site Record Form, complete ASMIS Condition Assessment Forms, flag architecture and other structural features, complete a site table with treatment recommendations and accompanying map for reporting to SHPO, and complete NMCRIS activity forms and update with ARMS.
