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Abstract: Monitoring of pinyon-juniper restoration treatment response is an essential component of operational, landscape scale management actions recently initiated at Bandelier National Monument. The intent of monitoring efforts is to provide both measures of treatment efficacy as well as to inform management of any necessary proactive changes in implementation or need for supplemental efforts. Monitoring of treatment response is primarily assessed through 1) repeated measures of understory cover along permanently marked vegetation line transects and 2) sediment production within defined microwatersheds. The current scope of work includes resampling of 40, 100m permanent vegetation line transects established in 1996 as a component of the Paired Watershed Study.
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
