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ABSTRACT


The complex architectural surface finishes of Spruce Tree House and Fire Temple at Mesa Verde National Park will be documented, analyzed and conserved according to methodologies developed over the past ten years.  Documentation and recording will include ortho-rectified digital photo-elevations, graphic conditions mapping, and preparation of a relational database survey of finishes typology for selected architectural spaces. Treatments including reattachment, grouting, consolidation, and compensation (filling) will be executed and recorded as well as digital 3D reconstructions of selected spaces.  Finishes will also be analyzed identifying composition and chronology.   
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
