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Abstract: 
The purpose of the project is to provide National Park Service managers, planners, administrators, resource management, historic preservation, and interpretation staff at Pipe Spring National Monument with a historic structures report and an expanded database of information.  

At PISP, one HSR will be prepared for five historic structures present in the PISP historic district.  This includes: (1) the Pipe Spring fort or “Winsor Castle;” (2) the ‘West Cabin;” (3) the “East Cabin;” (4) the masonry ponds; and, (5) minor historic retaining walls associated with the structures.
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
