· Bringing in story ideas and promotional ideas for both NAZ Today and KPNX.
· Answering phones and taking messages for NAZ Today and KPNX crews.
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· Going out on stories (following KPNX crew in your own vehicle) with reporters and photographers.
· Shooting and interviewing stories under the direction of a KPNX or NAZ Today professional staff member.  Writing your own stories for NAZ Today news show and website, and possibly KPNX, or for distribution to azcentral.com website depending upon needs of the day.
· Shooting photos for Facebook and Twitter feeds, and writing posts for both - when assigned.
