Requesting the Diversity designation for a course transferred to NAU:
 

Requests for evaluation of non-NAU transfer courses for diversity designation are sent by the advisor or faculty member directly to Brant Brown, Assistant Director, in Undergraduate Admissions.  Courses are evaluated based upon the requirements approved by the UCC and the Faculty Senate, in that courses must have at least 2/3 diversity based content consistent with the approved definitions and educational goals as found at:  http://nau.edu/OCLDAA/Curriculum-Process/Diversity-Subcommittee/.  
· Each request will be considered for one category only as indicated in the request. 
 

· Each request must include course information (prefix, course number, institution, the catalog description from the time the course was taken) and student information (name and NAU id number). When necessary, Undergraduate Admissions may request a syllabus from the student and seek consultation from the Diversity Subcommittee.  

 

Undergraduate Admissions will review the documentation received and communicate the decision with the requesting advisor or faculty member and encode the approved designation on the student’s record.
