1. Change in CSW Scholarship: Cheryl Heitz, Assistant Vice President of University Advancement
a. Impacted by prop 107- states that State employees can no longer award scholarships that have language in them that have preference in them that have language in them such as, race, gender, etc.
b. Cannot be awarded by a state employee
i. Foundation alternative has created a committee of Foundation members and some independent contractors
ii. Rapid transition so that things could be ready for fall applications
iii. 1700 students applied so it seems that the students got the message – 13 applied for the CSW scholarship
iv. Things will be smoother as time goes on.
v. Students had to self select 
vi. Commission can know the students 
1. 2 have been selected to split the award
2. From here on the Commission can honor the students in the regular way
vii. Foundation still honored the donors intent but the university areas that once were a part of the process can no longer be a part of the process 
viii. Frances was concerned that the Commission has no part of the process at all. Is there a way that the Commission can become part of the process in some way?
1. No, the university lawyers have completely vetted this issue.
2. Foundation was on a very tight deadline so needed to move quickly in order to still award scholarships
3. There is still some room for Native American Tribes.
a. Letter of Intent must say “Member of federally recognized tribe.”
ix. 70 scholarships identified
x. As long as groups have no language that exclude members they can remain commissions or scholarships
1. Option is to remove the prohibited language
