University, (hereinafter referred to as NAU) agree to enter into a cooperative academic
relationship for the purpose of providing academic experiences for students and
opportunities for faculty exchanges.

bachelor’s degree from BNUZ and a bachelor’s degree from NAU,

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BNUZ students who complete the master’s degree under this model will be awarded
one master’s degree by NAU.
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Eligibility
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. BNUZ studenis are eligible to enroll in any program NAU to which transter students

are admitted.
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BNUZ will review applications to ensure that students recommended to NAU meet
the requirements of NAU Office of International Admissions in terms of GPA,
TOEFL and/or IELTS scores. and have sufficient academiic preparation for the
program:s of study they wish to pursue.
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. NAU will consider the applications of all students enrolled at and nominated by

BNUZ for participation in any programs covered by this agreement.
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For students in the 2+3 program, eligibility for admission to the graduate part of the
program will be determined based on student performance in the undergraduate part
of the program (among other criteria). Guarantees for admission to the graduate part
of the program cannot be provided at the same time that students are admitted to the
undergraduate program.
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5. All students admitted to the graduate part of the 2+3 program must have a minimum
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3.5 GPA at the time of application to the program.
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Admission and Enrcellment
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BNUZ will submit dossiers containing all of the documents required for admission to
NAU to the designated staff person at the Center for International Education.
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2. Applications must be submitted prior to the published deadlines. These deadlines are
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generally April for fall application and November for spring application.
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In order to comply with the requirements of the 243 program, students must submit
documents to meet the admissions requirements for the master’s degree after
completing 60 credit hours, with at least 30 credit hours completed at NAU. This will
permit students to begin the necessary master’s degree courses during their final vear
of undergraduate study.
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The Graduale College and the host department at NAU will make the final decision
regarding admission to the master’s degrec for students in the 243 program.
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NAU reserves the right to make the final admission decision regarding all
applications.
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NAU will offer an oricntation program to all newly admitted BNUJ7Z students at the
start of ecach semesier and will provide assistance with the registration process to
BNUZ students.
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Academic Credit and Advising Issucs
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BNUZ students will receive appropriate academic advising by NAU staff and faculty
prior to the start of their program of study.
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NALI considers enroliment in 12 credits at the undergraduate level and 9 credit hours
at the craduate Jevel to constitute u full course of study in a given s2mester consistent

with the immigration requirements of the 5 governmeni.
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No representations are given to BNUZ regarding the time in which they will complete
the requirements of their program of study.
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he academic transcript reflecting each student’s performance will be sent to BNUZ,
at the conclusion of each student’s period of study.
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Academic and Disciplinary He

BNUZ students will be expected to remain in good academic and disciplinary
standing in accordance with the rules that apply to regularly enrolled students at
NAU. NAU rescrves the right to dismiss students from the program and NAU if they
fail to comply in this regard.
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2. NAU agrees to make BNUZ students aware of its academic and disciplinary policies
and procedures during orientation and in various written material.
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Housing
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1. NAU undertakes to make all reasonable efforts to locate and provide suitable on-
campus accommodation for BNUZ students, provided the appropriate housing forms
are completed and returned to NAU by the deadline dates.
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2. NAU guarantees temporary housing upon arrival to BNUZ students.
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Health Insurance
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All BNUZ students enrolled at NAU are required to purchase the student health insurance
provided through NAU and will be eligible to use the campus Student Health Center.
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Access to Facilities
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BNUZ students will be granted the same access to university facilities as regularly
enrolled NAU students, including the library, computing, sports and social faciiities.
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Student Integration
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NAU will make every reasonable effort to integrate BNUZ students into life in the United
States and international student life by integrating them inte regular undergradnate
courses and providing a range of programming options througit student organizations,

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1. NAU will bill BNUZ students for the tuition, housing costs and other {ees incurred in
a given semester.
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2. BNUZ students are responsible for all other costs associated with their stay at NAU.
