Minutes follow the order of the items as discussed.

1. Called to Order:  3 P.M. by Bob Yowell, Chair.

2. Approval of Agenda:   M/S/A as written.

3. Acceptance of Minutes of November 6, 2000.   M/S/A as written.

4. Human Resources Benefits Presentation:   Presentation missed for the third time.

5. Whistle Blower Policy:   (Handout)  The Vice-Chair was unable to attend.

6. Special Course Offering:   (Handout)   Ron Pitt and Rebecca Cole (Ed Psych) asked the Senate to endorse EPS 104 before it goes to the UCC on December 12.  The course is designed specifically for second semester students who are on probation as an aid to retention.

Motion: After a statistics-filled discussion and answers to questions on those who will take it and teach it, it 
was moved and seconded to endorse the concept of EPS 199–Learning to Establish Academic Priorities.  The motion passed unanimously.

7. Senate Ad Hoc Committee on University Curriculum:   (Handout)   The Chair explained that the FSEC had “expanded the by-laws committee to include a discussion of all curriculum issues .”  Three Senators must be elected to be on the Committee.  

7. Election of three Senators:   Those nominated were: Rich Howey, John Hagood, Cecilia Ojeda, Paul Ferlazzo, and Irene Matthews.  It was moved, seconded, and approved to close nominations.

7. Also on the ballot was an election for members of the OTLE Faculty Orientation and Development Committee.  Those nominated were: Reed Riner, David Arnall, Cynthia Kosso, Chris Johnson, and J’Anne Ellsworth.    It was moved, seconded, and approved to close nominations.

7. Also on the ballot was an election for members of the Intellectual Property Committee.  Those nominated were: Jack Dustman and Walter Hopkins.     It was moved, seconded, and approved to close nominations.

Results:   Elected to the Senate Ad Hoc Committee on University Curriculum were: Rich Howey and Irene 
Matthews (tie), Paul Ferlazzo, and John Hagood.   Elected to the OTLE Faculty Orientation and Development Committee were: Reed Riner and Chris Johnson.  Elected to the Intellectual Property Committee was: Jack Dustman.

8. Reports – Council Chairs:

8. E R Proposal – Chris Johnson and Gary Martin: A motion was made to change the name of the Council to the Faculty Climate and Communication Council (FCCC).  The purpose of the Council would be threefold: 1)facilitate an open environment for faculty communication; 2)disseminate and promote recognition of faculty accomplishments; 3)seek ways to resolve faculty climate issues.  The proposal will be presented to the FSEC.  

8. Distance Learning Final Report – Paul Ferlazzo:   (Handout) Ferlazzo presented a short history of the group’s activity and described how the final report was put together.

Motion: It was moved and seconded to accept, approve, and forward the report and its recommendations.  After a short discussion, the motion passed with nine abstentions.

a. ASCSL: Grade Inflation Report – Michael Sullivan:   (Handout) Sullivan described the survey that led to the results in the report.  The report will be e-mailed to the whole faculty.  There was a long discussion on grades, evaluations, and academic freedom.  The Chair hoped for a dialogue on the subject before the full faculty meeting on January 29.  

9. Campus Climate:   The Chair reported that there were about eighty people who turned up at the climate meeting on November 13.  There should be a meeting which includes students in February.  Sometime after that there should be another meeting (off campus) for faculty.

Mission Statement Report – Nancy Paxton and Bruce Palmer: The committee has heard from all but one of the committees contacted on campus and they are all eager to review the Mission Statement, even though ABOR withdrew the request for a rewrite.  The committee requested authorization to have five committee members (Nancy Paxton, Bruce Palmer, Cynthia Kosso, Guy Senese, and Thomas Sheeley) help in drafting the new Mission Statement.

Motion: It was moved and seconded to have the group participate in writing the document and supervising the review.   The motion passed unanimously.

10. Comments from the President: President Lovett spoke on the allocation and distribution of Prop. 301 funds.  She said that proposals are being created to be presented to ABOR by March 1 and the money should start flowing by July 1.  She also listed the three categories into which the money will go.

11. Comments from the Provost: Provost Haeger reported that: 1)the final candidates for vice-president for research and graduate studies will be coming to campus shortly; 2)an offer will be made to the potential PAIR Director today or tomorrow; and 3) the President’s Management Team decided that, beginning in the Fall of 2002, to require freshmen to have computers.

12. Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reported that the state account contains $2518.66 and the local account contains $8882.57.

13. ASNAU President – Sarah Pressler: Ms. Pressler reported that: 1)students are against the computer requirement; 2)PMT will pull one million dollar allocation from the health center; 3)feedback on class fee use is still being sought; 4)there is a retreat on the cost of education planned for January; 5)she is on the presidential screening committee; 6)a meeting with faculty on diversity issues is wanted; 7)there will be an ASA rewrite luncheon and a Senator will be invited; 8)students will be going to the legislature; 9)students were impressed by the GTFHE.

14. Future Agenda Items or Charges to Councils: Judy Sellers wants a discussion on class fees.
