Call to order:
Senate President Marsha Yowell called the meeting of the NAU Faculty Senate to order at 3:06 p.m. in the Kaibab Room.

Acceptance of Agenda/Minutes: Marsha Yowell asked for an approval of the agenda. A motion was made and seconded to approve the agenda. Motion Passed. President Marsha Yowell asked for an approval of the minutes from the February 19, 2007 meeting. A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes. Motion Passed. 
Opening Comments: Marsha Yowell said she wanted to let everyone know that last Tuesday, she received the final version of the CoFS document. Marsha delivered the document herself to the attorney Michael Napier. Mr. Napier is now reviewing the document. There is not a timetable yet but Marsha will let the senate know as soon as she has one. Marsha mentioned that the Democratic Women of Arizona sent her a resolution that states they are in favor of establishing a childcare development center. Marsha said other groups and organizations that are in favor of a childcare facility on campus. Marsha said she would keep the senate informed of any other developments on this issue.
Blase Scarnati said it is time to hold elections for senate offices, committees, and councils. Anyone interested in running can complete the nomination form. Blase encouraged senators to consider running for these vacancies and went over which seats are available.

Blase said senators running for the officer seat need to have to have seven nominating signatures from at least three different units. There are no signatures are required for the council and committee vacancies. Per the bylaws, the nominations need to be turned into the senate office by April 17, six days prior to the April 23 senate meeting. Blase asked senators to email him if they are submit a nomination so he can keep informed. Marsha added that this is good service to the university and it is necessary to have people on the senate who really care about it. 
Academic Standards Committee Policies: Marsha Yowell referred to the green handout outlining the ACA policies. Marsha said these policies were sent out prior to the meeting via email. Marsha said we are not going to vote on these. This is just a heads up and Marsha asked senators to review them. Any comments about these polices should be directed to the Academic Standards Committee. The chair is Nita Paden. After some discussion, it was suggested that it might be a good idea to have Ron Pitt come to a senate meeting so he could address questions.
Proposed Textbook Resolutions: Student Rich Williams thanked the senate for having him and spoke about the proposed textbook resolutions. The resolution has been circulating around other universities. This proposal originated from peer faculty in California. The ABOR textbook task force has been researching why the cost of textbooks is so high and focusing on specific areas. The task force has been encouraging faculty to turn their textbook adoptions in on time. The taskforce is also focusing on classes that do not change textbooks that often. Rich asked for the senate’s support for the resolution. Rich said this is not the solution, but a step. ASNAU President Eric Norgard added that this step is just one small piece of the puzzle. Eric said they are looking into other options that would help reduce the cost of textbooks. 
A motion was made to adopt the textbook resolutions. Motion seconded. Motion passed. 

Consortium: Marsha Yowell said the colleges involved have met with administration, and a compromise has been reached. President Haeger disseminated handouts outlining the points of the compromise.  The President went over the handouts and said that the compromise follows a month of very intense discussions. The School of Forestry will report to the Office of the Provost. The School of Hotel and Restaurant Management will go to the College of Business. The School of Nursing and the School of Health Professions will merge into a new college. The proposal will be presented to the board at the April meeting. The reorganization is set to take place July 1, 2007. 
A motion was made to support the proposed compromise proposed by the administration and approved by the schools in the consortium. Motion seconded. Motion passed.
Strategic Planning: Blase Scarnati introduced Eva Hatchner from the PAIR office and she distributed a handout outlining the goals, strategies, and initiatives of the strategic plan. Blase said the University Strategic Planning Council is seeking campus wide input. Eva said there is several ways to provide input:
1. PAIR website – fill out the online form

2. Attend a Strategic Planning session
3. Contact a member of the Strategic Planning Council

Blase said they are not looking for a vote or endorsement, just feedback. Eva added that approximately 500 people have provided feedback, and the comments submitted by others are available on the website. 
Bylaws: Blase Scarnati said that an email was sent out to senators a week prior to the meeting that included two attachments.
1. Proposed bylaw changes – amended October 2006, not approved by President Haeger
2. Bylaw changes – one year model
Under the one-year model, the president or the vice-president can run again if they chose to do so. Blase feels the one-year model is a good model for the senate and he wanted to make clear that he was not planning to run for reelection. 
A motion was made to support the one-year model which states all officers can stand for reelection for one-year terms. Motion seconded. Motion passed. 
Comments from the President: 
· Provost Grobsmith is in Washington, D.C. attending a high-level conference related to international initiatives.
· The President is meeting tomorrow with the legislature. The discussion will include the academic health center that will educate doctors, nurses, and other health professions. NAU will responsible for the education of the health professions broadly defined.

· The conference center construction on north campus is moving along rapidly. The first floor will be completed in about 4 weeks. Expect to see a new floor about every 2 weeks. They plan to apply for a Leeds rating in sustainability. The President is going to ask Drury to give a presentation to the Senate. 
New Business/Announcements: 
· Senator Lon Owen serves as the Director of Classlink Academic Support. Lon invited everyone including their colleagues and students to a panel discussion on Supplemental Instruction on April 19 from 2:00-4:00pm in the Kaibab Room.

· Treasurer Chuck Connell said that the Budget Council is meeting next Monday, April 2 at 4:00pm in the Senate office with Pat Haeuser and Karen Appleby regarding the salary recommendations they are considering for promoted faculty. Chuck encouraged senators to attend or submit their input to him in an email at Charles.Connell@nau.edu.
